Contest guidelines:

Select winners by writing their names into the next available line for each individual bout.  Only championship brackets will be tallied.  Consolation matches will not be scored.  However, it would be interesting to note all of the athletes’ progress through the tournament in the consolation rounds.  This would be especially true if a wrestler you picked to advance to the semifinals or finals was defeated in the earlier rounds (see how many points he could have scored for you).

Obviously, your athletes earn points by advancing to the next round with a victory.  Each round gains importance and potential points.  Wrestlers earn extra points as soon as they clinch at least sixth place with a quarterfinal victory and second place with a semifinal victory.  This places a premium on quarterfinal and semifinal matches.  The best way to earn points is to keep winning in the championship bracket.  It is conceivable that a wrestler could lose in the first round and advance all the way to the consolation championship and place third.  During the course of a tournament, a wrestler that places third can possibly earn more points than a second or even first place finisher, but he will have to score bonus point victories or falls to accomplish this feat.  This presents the athlete with an interesting dilemma.  The points system forces the athlete to go for the fall, all the while creating openings for an opponent to capitalize.  A wrestler battling in the consolation rounds will also have to face more opponents during the course of the tournament.  Each one of them will be trying not to let his season come to an end.  For this contest it will be impossible to score consolation matches however, for there is no guarantee a wrestler will be in any particular bout in the consolation rounds.

In this contest individual match scoring will be taken into account.  Margin of victory will be a factor in how your athletes accumulate points for your grand total.  The quarterfinal, semifinal, and final matches for this contest will be the most important matches to pick correctly as bonus points will be awarded as wrestlers earn All American status, a guarantee of a second place finish, or a National Championship (see next page for details).  

Brackets will be distributed as soon as they are made public (Usually one week prior to the event).  Finished brackets will need to be turned in by Wednesday afternoon March 16th in order to be valid.  Start researching athletes now so you know whom you want to win a National Championship for you and your grand total.
